Show the children pictures of different stones (sharp ones, bowl shaped ones, wheel shaped ones). If you can find actual stones like it that’s also helpful.
Children are to try to work out what those stones could be used for. Making links between tools that we have now to tools they needed then.

E.g.
Link back to predators:
They know that animals can be hunted with arrows - stones can be sharp (flint). People in the Stone Age didn’t have supermarkets and had to hunt their food so they made arrows from flint. 

Reflection: 
Write reflections at the end about other areas of school and further life that making links could be used for. 
E.g. Reading - we think about “typical” story mountains, it helps us to predict what might happen in a new story.
Maths - we know how to add a one digit number to a 3 digit number so we can work out how to add a 2 or 3 digit number to a 3 digit number
