Timings: 

Arrival: On the day of the trip, pupils will need to arrive at school between 8:00 and 8:10 am 

in order that we can register them on time. We will then make our way to the coach park for a 

bus that will leave at 8:30 am. It is important children are on time as we will leave promptly. 

Return: We will arrive back at school at 4pm and children should be picked up from the KS2 

school playground (not the bus park). 

Dress prepared: pupils are to dress in their PE shirts and PE hoodies with their choice of 

bottoms. It is recommended to pack a warm and waterproof coat as the children will be 

exploring the whole of the gardens, which includes outside areas! Additionally, please wear 

sensible shoes for walking. 

If your child is prone to accidents, can we please ask that you provide your child with a 

change of clothes. 

Food and drink: Your child will require a packed lunch. If your child is currently in receipt of 

free school meals, a packed lunch will be provided. An email will shortly be sent to you with 

the link to the packed lunch options survey. A large drinks bottle (or two smaller ones) in a 

suitable bag or rucksack will also be needed. They should be provided with enough water to 

last them the day. 

Inhalers: If your child is on the school medical records as needing an inhaler, then we must 

have the inhaler and asthma card in school with us in order for them to be taken on the trip. 

Medication: If pupils require any medication in the school day, then a medication form from 

the office must be filled in and medication handed in, in a labelled bag. 

We can’t wait to embark on this adventure with the children and look forward to taking them 

on this school trip.
